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LATVENERGO ILLUMINATED OBJECT COMPETITION REGULATIONS
For the second year now, Latvenergo and the Positivus Festival will be holding an art object competition, providing an opportunity to create illuminated objects and to place them in the festival territory, contributing to the decoration of the Positivus Festival environment in this way. 

Competition organizers 

The competition is being organized by Latvenergo in cooperation with the Positivus Festival. The competition is being coordinated by Latvenergo’s cooperation partner – the SponsorKing Agency. 

Theme – FRIENDLY ENERGY
The works to be submitted to the competition must be illuminated objects, using the theme of friendly energy. Light is energy. However, energy isn’t just a physical phenomenon. It is also a force that’s created by a person and their activities. The energy, which we feel when we listen to good music, play sport, create ideas and new work, when we’re together with our friends, or enjoying ourselves and experiencing things. The gamma of emotions is extremely diverse. For each of us, the one that’s closest, is the one we understand, which is suited to us, simple in its essence. A kind that’s positive, respects you and which you want to be with. One that draws out the best in you. Reduced to one word - Friendly.
Participants are allowed free reign in interpreting this theme.

Participants
Work can be submitted by individuals or groups. A participant or a group may submit a number of applications in the competition. 
Techniques used for creating the works 
The works submitted to the competition must be illuminated objects.

Works can be made using any kind of technique, for example, installations, environmental design objects, decorations and similar.
The object has to be noticeable both during daylight as well as at night and has to be of a sufficiently large size. 
Competition organizers retain the right to adjust the object’s technical development, by providing a more suitable solution. 
The authors of the works assume responsibility for the technical safety and durability of the works, as well as ensuring that no harm is caused to the environment.

Application form for the works 

1)  Art work – illuminated object – visualization, indicating the size;

2)  Short description of the concept for the work;

3)  A list of the materials/technical requirements required for the work and a description about its construction;

4) The required amount of kW required for the operation of the object at the festival;

5)  Quote for the cost of the work (please accurately consider the possibilities of transportation of the completed work and the costs associated with it, the requirements for fastening (ropes, adhesive tape, extension cords), as well as the costs of seemingly minor details in purchasing/manufacturing).

Costs 

Latvenergo will provide up to EUR 1,000 for each object which is recognized among the five best, towards its creation by 20th June.

Latvenergo will provide access to free electricity. The other costs of creating the work must be included in the quote for the work, which after approval, cannot be added to. The organizers of the competition have the right to adjust the quote in accordance with the real costs of the services and materials.   

Date for submission of the works
All interested parties are invited to send in their works to the following e-mail address, by 9th June (inclusive): latvenergo@positivus.com  In addition to the material to be submitted, we ask you to provide the following in your e-mail letter:

1.  Name of the  work;

2.  Author/s of the work/s;

3.  Contact information (tel. no. and e-mail).

Works which have not been submitted by the due date will not be submitted to the jury for review.

Prizes
The jury will select the 5 best works from all the submitted works, the authors of which will receive the required funding of up to EUR 1,000 and the opportunity of creating their work for the Positivus Festival. 

The author/s of each winning prize which is developed will be allocated 4 invitations to the Festival. 

Placement of the works during the festival 

The works will be placed in spots specially selected for them in the festival territory – in the dune zone, and it should be noted that they will be surrounded by pine trees. 
A sign containing information with the author’s name, the name of the work and a description about it, as well as a reference to the organizers, will be placed next to each object.
Competition jury
A jury committee, which will include the Head of Department in the Faculty of Visual Plastic Art at the Art Academy of Latvia, environmental art expert, Associate Professor Aigars Bikše, Positivus Festival organizers, and representatives of Latvenergo and Brand Activation  Agency SponsorKing, will evaluate the submitted works.

Notification of winners
Information about the winners of the competition and authors of the best project will be published on the Latvenergo home page www.latvenergo.lv and on the Positivus Festival’s home page www.positivusfestival.com on 16th June. The competition organizers will contact the authors of the best works personally to come to an agreement about the creation of the work at the Positivus Festival and the handing over of the prizes. 
Obligations
The winners must attend a meeting in the time leading up to 18th June at a place indicated by the organizers, to sign a contract and provide information in detail about the technical realization of the work. The authors of the work have to take photos and/or a video of all the phases of creation of the work, and, on request, must report to the organizers about the development process of the work. The organizers have a right to publish the photographs and the video to promote the works.  
The competition organizers, Latvenergo, become the owners and copyright holders of all the created works.  Latvenergo has the right to place information about the submitted works in the media, and to inform the public about them. After the Positivus Festival, the authors must transport the works to a place nominated by Latvenergo in Rīga. Subject to agreement with Latvenergo, the authors have the right to exhibit the works elsewhere. Latvenergo retains the rights to integrate each created object in Latvenergo’s news and to use the objects for its marketing purposes.
